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NGAUS Task Forces
NGAUS task forces are special committees appointed by the NGAUS Chairman of the Board, with concurrence of the Board of Directors. Task forces work closely with the NGAUS legislative staff throughout the resolutions cycle. 

What Do Task Forces Do for NGAUS?

· Provide Input for Draft Resolutions
· Advise the General Conference on Resolutions

· Provide Input for Fact Sheets

· Address special issues assigned by the Chairman of the Board

Task Forces provide subject matter expertise on issues related to the Army and Air National Guard.

What Task Forces Are There?

Task forces are grouped into three separate areas: Air, Army, and Joint.  Within these three areas are more specified task forces. 

Air Task Forces: 

· Fighter Task Force 
· Airlift/Tanker/Rescue Task Force 

· Command, Control, Communication and Intelligence (C3I) Task Force 
Army Task Forces:

· Army Aviation Task Force 
· Combat Vehicle Task Force

· Command, Control, Communication, Computers, and Intelligence (C4I) Task Force

· Fire Support Task Force

· Combat Support/ Combat Service Support Task Force

· Engineer Task Force

· Personnel and Benefits Task Force

· Medical Task Force 
Who is on These Task Forces?

Each task force has a chair to preside over all meetings of the task force and a vice chair to assume the responsibilities of the chair in his or her absence.  The NGAUS Chairman of the Board will appoint both of these positions.  Each task force should also include a member from each of the six NGAUS geographical areas. The task forces may also have “Professional Staffers”, which are non-members and can include the NGAUS legislative staff, National Guard Bureau staff, active service component members, industry representatives, or any other individual invited by the task force chair. 
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
